Greetings to all of you once again in the name of our Savior Lord Jesus Christ, the soon 
coming King. It gives us immense pleasure in welcoming all of you to a time of praise 
and worship in the house of the Lord. 

Jesus said to his disciples that they are going to be his ‘witnesses.’ This word assumes 
significance for us today as we are worshipping in the backdrop of the knowledge that a 
team is going from this church to India for exposure and empowerment in the mission 
fields there. As we continue to uphold them in prayer, we also need a realization of the 
seriousness of the mandate that is given to the church in the New Testament. 

The Book of Acts is a book detailing the fulfillment of the Great Commission mandate 
that Jesus gave the church in Mathew 28: 18-20. From the very outset the book begins 
to detail the growth and development of the mandate given to the disciples. To be wit-
ness is an obligation for all disciples. This comes with a promise- the empowerment of 
the Holy Spirit. One commentator has rightly pointed out that the Christian church in 
Acts is a missionary church that responds obediently to Jesus’ commission, acts on Je-
sus’ behalf in the extension of his ministry, focuses its proclamation of the Kingdom of 
God in its witness to Jesus, is guided and empowered by the self-same Spirit that di-
rected and supported Jesus’ ministry and follows a program whose guidelines for out-
reach have been set by Jesus himself. 

The Greek word used for witness is ‘martures’ from which we get our word martyr. The 
first century church exceptionally lived up to that testimony. Therefore, Tertullian the 
2nd century church father could boldly say that the blood of the martyr is the seed of 
the church. Even today the Lord is seeking for witnesses who would, not only be ready 
to die for the master but would consciously live a life focused on Jesus Christ. Can the 
Lord count on you today as you seek His face today?

Be-
tween the hours of 10 a.m. and 5 p.m. during the week, the population swells 
to 25 million.
