Welcome

“The Message of the Transfiguration™

“(Read Matt 17: 1ff; Mark 9: 2ff; Luke 9: 28ff)

Praise the Lord and welcome to the house of the Lord for a wonderful time of
praise and worship. It is our great desire that our fellowshipping together may
become a source of great encouragement and edification.

Jesus during his pubic ministry took few of his disciples namely, Peter, James
and John for a spectacular experience in their lives. It was His great desire to
take them out for some time so as to reveal himself to them. The transfigura-
tion was a moment of solitude for Jesus and his disciples and also a revelatory
experience for them. It revealed to the disciples the true identity of Jesus’ de-
ity. Jesus himself carried them in a way for this wonderful experience. In doing
Jesus wanted his disciples to know certain things which are equally applicable
to us also.

1) Jesus wanted to get alone with them for some time. He wanted to meet
them privately away from the humdrum of busy schedules. It was so that
they would not have a spiritual burnout due to excessive exposure of public
ministry with Jesus. Modern life can be unkind to the soul with the pres-
sure, the pace, the distractions... and the allure. Because Jesus understood
the deadening impact of the world upon the inner life of His men, He
deemed it necessary to draw them apart unto Himself.

2) He wanted to reveal his glory to them. In the process of molding the char-
acter of His men who would change the world, Jesus knew they must (in a
measure) comprehend His holiness. Thus, the "Transfiguration". And so it is
to be with us: At the very core of our spiritual survival and development
lies the necessity of grasping a view of His glory... His holiness.

3) He wanted in them a hunger for him. Peter caught a glimpse of the splen-
dor of His majesty the glory of Jesus and he wanted to savor that for some
time. In the desire of Peter to remain there and enjoy the fellowship of the
mountain we see that Jesus wanted to create a hunger and passion in them
for Him. He wants us to hunger and thirst for his kingdom and righteous-
ness.

4) He wanted to speak to them. The transfiguration had a strong message for
the disciples. Later on they were about to be challenged by the events of
the valley and he wanted them to hear the words “Do not be afraid” He
wanted them to understand that in His person and word they can truly find
the comfort and peace for their restless souls.

5) He wanted them to listen to Him. The Father speaks for the Son and wants
the disciples to listen to Him alone. The transfiguration experience wants
them to attune their listening capabilities to Jesus alone. With many voices
competing to get their attention, they needed to tune out other voices and
listen to Christ alone. He wanted them to be able to listen more and talk
less.

6) He wanted to touch them. In many instances when Jesus touched those who
came to him, their lives were completely changed. He wanted them to under-
stand that he cares for them too much and that soft touch was reassuring to
them of his presence.

7) He wanted them to see him alone. It is true that Moses and Elijah came and
spoke to Him. These two servants of God came in times of transition in the
history of Israel. Moses inaugurated the covenant and Elijah restored and re-
affirmed it. Christ fulfills in his person the ministerial function of both of them
and in this way he is far greater than them. So the disciples find the fulfill-
ment of the OT in Christ and they must see him alone. There is no one who
can be compared to Jesus because he is far above all.
